Making a Will
There are many things to consider when making a Will, including: who will act as executor of your Will (carry out your instruction), what will be listed as assets of your estate, what taxes you may be obliged to pay, and deciding what type of legacy donations you wish to leave. Numerous legal criteria have to be fulfilled and it is advisable to seek professional guidance.
Updating a Will
Any Will can be altered to reflect new circumstances or wishes. A codicil is an additional instruction to an existing Will. It must follow the same legal procedures as the original. 
Types of Legacy Donation 

There are different types of legacy gifts that can be left to The Epiphany Trust.
Pecuniary Bequest: A fixed sum of money left as a gift

Residuary Bequest: A gift of the remainder or percentage of an estate after debts are cleared and all other bequests have been made

Specific Bequest: A gift of a particular item
Contingent Bequest: A legacy subject to future events that may or may not happen.

Example Clauses
A solicitor can advise you on the wording of your Will document, but here is an example of how you can authorise gifts to Epiphany:

I give the sum of £…….(Pecuniary Legacy) [or] I give (%) of the residue of my real and personal estate which I can dispose of by Will in any manner I see proper (Residuary Legacy) to The Epiphany Trust (registered charity No. 1006653) St David’s, Park Road South, Newton Le Willows, WA12 8EY, UK. The receipt of the Treasurer or other proper officer at The Epiphany Trust shall be sufficient discharge of my executors.
It is also important the Will contains a clause similar to the following: 

If at my death any charity named as a beneficiary in this Will or any Codicil hereto has changed its name or amalgamated with or transferred its assets to another body then my Executors shall have sole discretion as to which charity the legacy shall be paid.
